Editorial

The 7th Pan-Hellenic Conference with International Participation "ICT in Education"
(HCICTE 2010) is the official scientific conference of the Hellenic Association of ICT in
Education (HAICTE) which aims to address the main issues of concern within ICT in
Education and e-Learning. After its kick-off as "Informatics in Education" in Ioannina (1999),
HCICTE 2010 has been held in various cities; Patras (2000), Rhodes (2002), Athens (2004),
Thessaloniki (2006), and Limassol, Cyprus (2008). The Conference will be held in Korinthos,
a Greek city with rich history, and will be organized by the Department of Social and
Educational Policy, University of Peloponnese, 23-26 September 2010, under the aegis of the
Ministry of Education, Lifelong Learning and Religious Affairs.

The organization of HCICTE 2010 aims to contribute to the scientific and educational
dialog developed in Greece in a time period of important educational changes and reforms,
which are under design by the Greek educational authorities. In the modern ‘Digital School’
ICT is expected to have a critical and decisive role regarding the Curruiculum, the
educational material, the pedagogical practices and the teachers’ training and professional
development as well. HCICTE 2010 has the ambition to serve as debating forum between
academicians, researchers and educators to present their current research, theoretical
studies, instructional proposals and methodologies covering the various aspects of ICT in
Education and e-Learning (technological, pedagogical, organizational, instructional, and
educational policy as well). In a more generic scope, the Conference aims to encompass
broader issues determining the essential integration of ICT in everyday practice, including
teaching and learning, through students’ engagement, the pluralism of the educational
media and the enhancement of the learning outcomes.

A second important objective is to communicate the Pan-Hellenic Conference "ICT in
Education" and receive contributions from the international scientific community. We
believe that interacting and exchanging ideas and experiences with academicians and
scientists from other European countries, in both the research and the application fields, is
very important for the Greek community of ICT in education. The participation of
colleagues from abroad and the Greek Diaspora, and the presence in the Conference
Programme of 31 papers and 2 workshops in English creates enhanced expectations towards
the internationalization of HCICTE.

The Conference programme includes eight (8) invited talks (five keynote, two in parallel
sessions in English, and one in a Greek workshop) from experts in the specific fields, 130
original scientific papers (106 in Greek and 24 in English), five (5) workshops (two in Greek,
two in English, and one in the French) and two panels (in Greek). 175 manuscripts,
concerning full, short and workshop papers, were submitted to HCICTE 2010 and
considered for blind review. The papers presented received positive criticism and
suggestion from, at least, two independent reviewers. More specifically, there are presented
92 full and 38 short papers concerning original research on empirical investigations and
theoretical studies, instructional proposals and interventions which cover various thematic
areas of ICT in Education.

The Proceedings outline the current trends in Greece regarding the research and the
application of ICT in educational practice. Moreover, they give an explicit view of the
international trends in the field and the approaches followed. We hope that HCICTE 2010
itself, as a scientific event, and the material produced through its processes (the
Proceedings) will have a positive impact and a valuable contribution to the fields of e-
learning and ICT in Education.
